Item I.     Mayor Pro Tem, David Chadwick opened the meeting and welcomed the visitors and media.
Item II.    Approval of Minutes of the Regular Meeting on December 27, 2010.  Council Member Chuck Lunsford made a motion to approve the minutes of the Regular Meeting on December 27, 2010.  Council Member Jim Forbes seconded the motion.  All voted in favor.
Item III.  Consider Discussion and Possible Action on the following:
A. Approve Ordinance 2011-1 – Adopting City Limits Map.  City Manager, Chad Nehring stated state law requires the official city limits map be adopted annually if there are changes in the geographic limits of the City.  Mr. Nehring stated since the boundaries have changed due to one annexation this last year, the official map needs to be approved.  Council Member Chuck Lunsford made a motion to approve Ordinance 2011-1 – Adopting the City Limits Map.  Council Member Jim Forbes seconded the motion.  All voted in favor.
B. Approve Resolution 2011-1 – Designating the Official Newspaper for City Publications.  City Manager, Chad Nehring stated the Official Newspaper for the State law requires the City designate annually the newspaper of general circulation for all mandatory notices for the City.  Mr. Nehring stated the Light and Champion is the only printed media meeting the state criteria.  Council Member Charles Rushing made a motion to Approve Resolution 2011-1 – Designating the Official Newspaper for City Publication.  Council Member Gretchen McNealy seconded the motion.  All voted in favor.
C. Approve Resoultion 2011-2 – Home Rehabilitation Assistance & Home Buyers Assistance.  City Manager, Chad Nehring stated this resolution authorizes the application for full grant awards on both the traditional HOME Program with which the Council is familiar.  Mr. Nehring state the Homebuyer program is the opportunity to assist qualifying applicants with down payment or closing costs assistance on qualifying new home construction.  Mr. Nehring stated this does designate local matching funds and in-kind services for both of these programs totaling roughly $60,000 if maximum grant amounts are utilized.  Mr. Nehring stated the application is designed to achieve funding based on the required scoring threshold for each program category and this action does not approve contracts, but only the submission of the application to secure the funding availability.  Council Member Chuck Lunsford made a motion to Approve Resolution 2011-2 Home Rehabilitation Assistance 7 Home Buyers Assistance.  Council Member Charles Rushing seconded the motion.  All voted in favor.
D. Approve Zoning Board of Adjustments Appointments.  City Manager, Chad Nehring stated the two-year terms of the Zoning Board of Adjustments begin January 1st.  Mr. Nehring stated the ZBA generally hears requests for variances or exceptions to the zoning ordinance, primarily installation of mobile homes due to hardship and this board is a quasi-judicial board and its decisions are not reviewable by Council Member Jim Forbes made a motion to appoint Billie Sue Payne to Place Number 5 on the Active Board. Council Member Chuck Lunsford seconded the motion.  All voted in favor.
E. Approve MLK Day Parade.   City Manager, Chad Nehring stated Joyce Johnson has requested to have a MLK Day Parade around the square and down City Streets.  Ms. Johnson was available to answer any questions the council had.  Council Member Charles Rushing made a motion to Approve MLK Day Parade.  Council Member Gretchen McNealy seconded the motion.  All voted in favor.
Item V.  Items of Interest from Council, City Manager and Citizens – No Action Items.
A. Joyce Johnson Wishes to Address the Council.  Ms. Johnson addressed the Council regarding the Police Department and requested an open records request.  Mayor Pro Tem, David Chadwick informed Ms. Johnson that the requested did not have to go before the Council, but needed to be submitted to the City Secretary.  Ms. Johnson, Vickie Barnes, and Anita Williams also addressed the Council regarding an incident stemming from a traffic stop with Obie Barnes on 12/31/10.
