Item I.     Mayor Pro Tem, David Chadwick opened the meeting and welcomed the visitors and media.
Item II.    Approval of Minutes of the Regular Meeting on January 10, 2011.  Council Member Charles Rushing made a motion to approve the minutes of the Regular Meeting on January 10, 2010.  Council Member Gretchen McNealy seconded the motion.  All voted in favor.
Item III.  Public Hearing on Possible Designation of Property on Reinvestment Zone #10.

City Manager, Chad Nehring stated the property is located on Nacogdoches St., which is currently under construction as apartments.  There were no comments regarding Reinvestment Zone #10.
Item IV.  Consider Discussion and Possible Action on the following:
A. Approve Ordinance 2011-2 – Establishing Reinvestment Zone Number Ten.  City Manager, Chad Nehring stated state law requires that any reinvestment zone created in a City be initiated by the city’s governing body and the developer of Town Square Executive Properties on Nacogdoches Street has discussed the likelihood of tax abatement with the County.  Mr. Nehring stated the while the project does not appear to currently meet the City’s criteria for City tax abatement, it does qualify for creation of a reinvestment zone as a result of the removal and reuse of property historically comprising several structures meeting the definition of being substantially slum, deteriorated and health/safety hazards.  Council Member Chuck Lunsford made a motion to approve Ordinance 2011-2 – Establishing Reinvestment Zone #10.  Council Member Jim Forbes seconded the motion.  All voted in favor.
B. Consideration of Development Incentive Request.  City Manager, Chad Nehring stated Terry Bailey and son, Dustin have requested consideration of industrial development assistance for a pending project at a location on Loop 500.  Mr. Nehring stated the site is zoned industrial to accommodate the proposed manufacturing facility.  Mr. Nehring stated the submitted documents a plan for capital investment, job creation and payroll qualifications that exceed the City’s policy for granting of tax abatement for this type of proposed development project.  Mr. Bailey was present to answer any questions the council addressed.  Council Member Charles Rushing made a motion to accept the Application for Reinvestment Zone.  Council Member Chuck Lunsford seconded the motion.  All voted in favor.
C. Approve Center Police Department Reserve Officer.  Police Chief, Jim Albers addressed the Council regarding adding Duane Gordon as a City of Center Police Reserve Officer.  Council Member Chuck Lunsford made a motion to approve Duane Gordon as a Center Police Department Reserve Officer.  Council Member Jim Forbes seconded the motion.  All voted in favor.
