Guests signed the register.  

Item I.     Mayor Pro Tem, David Chadwick opened the meeting and welcomed the visitors and media.  Mayor Pro Tem, David Chadwick acknowledged a proclamation regarding the service Bill Boyd has given the City of Center to the Economic Development Street Board for a number of years.
Item II.    Approval of Minutes of the Regular Meeting on January 24, 2011.  Council Member Jim Forbes made a motion to approve the minutes of the Regular Meeting on January 24, 2011.  Council Member Chuck Lunsford seconded the motion.  All voted in favor.
Item III.  Public Hearing on Possible Designation of Property on Reinvestment Zone #11.

City Manager, Chad Nehring stated Cen-Tex Tanks facility on Loop 500 is a 67.7 acre tract. There were no comments regarding Reinvestment Zone #11.
Item IV.  Consider Discussion and Possible Action on the following:
A. Approve Ordinance 2011-3 – Establishing Reinvestment Zone Number Eleven.  City Manager, Chad Nehring stated state law requires that any reinvestment zone created in a City be initiated by the city’s governing body and the developer of Cen-Tex Tanks on Loop 500 has requested consideration of property tax abatement. Council Member Chuck Lunsford made a motion to approve Ordinance 2011-3 Establishing Reinvestment Zone Number Eleven.  Council Member Gretchen McNealy seconded the motion.  All voted in favor.
B. Approve Resolution 2011-3 Adopting Voting System.  City Secretary, Barbara Boyd stated this resolution to get approval from Council to adopt the M100 Precinct Scanner for permanent use in elections.  Council Member Charles Rushing made a motion to approve Resolution 2011-3 Adopting Voting System.  Council Member Charlie Byndom seconded the motion.  All voted in favor.
C. Approve Resolution 2011-4 Ordering Election.  City Secretary, Barbara Boyd stated this is an annual resolution to order the election and that this year the election consists of the Mayor position as well as District 1 & District 3.  Council Member Jim Forbes made a motion to approve Resolution 2011-4 Ordering Election.  Council Member Chuck Lunsford seconded the motion.  All voted in favor.
D. Approve Resolution 2011-5 Tax Abatement Eleven.  City Manager, Chad Nehring this is the standard form tax abatement agreement and dictate the terms for the city and developer/owner of the proposed business on Loop 500.  Mr. Nehring stated it stipulates that the owner is eligible for abatement of property taxes for up to a seven year period conditional to increasing employment, documenting minimum annual payrolls and increasing the taxable value of the property by a minimum of $2,500,000.  Council Member Charles Rushing made a motion to approve Resolution 2011-5 Tax Abatement Eleven.  Council Member Charlie Byndom seconded the motion.  All voted in favor.
E. Approve Budget Amendment 2011-1  City Manager, Chad Nehring stated the Hotel Motel Advisory board met on February 3, 2011 to consider requests and allocations for the annual recommendation of expenditures from Hotel Motel revenues.  Mr. Nehring state the revised budget includes some advertising, special events, capital projects and civic center operations at levels that will still project fund balance increases at the end of the year.  Council Member Chuck Lunsford made a motion to approve Budget Amendment 2011-1.  Council Member Jim Forbes seconded the motion.  No vote was taken.
F. Authorize Capital Purchase of Police Vehicle.  City Manager, Chad Nehring stated staff has reviewed the methods of most economical purchase of the budgeted fleet vehicle for the Police Department.  Mr. Nehring stated it is recommended that Council authorize staff to proceed with purchase through Houston-Galveston Area Council (HGAC) Cooperative buying program as it is the less expensive alternative than the state contract pricing and more than 3% less than quotes from area vendors.  Council Member Gretchen McNealy made a motion to authorize the Capital Purchase of Police Vehicle through HGAC.  Council Member Charles Rushing seconded the motion.  All voted in favor.
G. Approve Work Authorization No. 6 – Sewer Plant Evaluation.  Bob Staehs, engineer with Everitt Griffith and Associates addressed the council regarding the evaluation of the City’s current sewer plant discharge permit specifically addressing the likely adjustment of discharge points and the impact on various permit limits at differing locations.  Mr. Staehs stated the project will provide probable options to address the continued issues with mercury, lead, zinc and copper in the wastewater system and the miniscule discharge limits within the current permit resulting from the sewer plant’s discharge location and the current receiving stream.  Council Member Chuck Lunsford made a motion to Approve Work Authorization No. 6 – Sewer Plant Evaluation.  Council Member Charlie Byndom seconded the motion.  All voted in favor.
H. Authorize Contract with Drewery Construction for Paving at Waste Water Treatment Plant.  Bob Staehs, engineer with Everitt Griffith and Associates addressed the Council regarding the major repair work of the drive entrances and parking areas at the sewer plant. Mr. Staehs stated Drewery has submitted a contract pricing of this project at $49,687.81, which is under the bid requirements and within the budgeted amount.  Council Member Jim Forbes made a motion to authorize Contract with Drewery Construction for Paving at Waste Water Treatment Plant.  Council Member Charles Rushing seconded the motion.  All voted in favor.
I. Consider and Approve Contract for Paving at Senior Nutrition Center.  City Manager, Chad Nehring stated staff requested Mr. Staehs and Drewery Construction to evaluate and price repairs to the parking and drive at the Senior Nutrition Site.  Mr. Nehring stated the deterioration at this location has been getting significantly worse since major traffic and damage caused by major traffic and damage caused by a filming at the neighborhood facility.  Mr. Nehring stated the overlay is estimated at $18,096 and total rehab would be significantly higher.  Bob Staehs, with Everitt Griffith and Associates stated the pricing would be considerably higher at a later date.  Council Member Charles Rushing made a motion to approve Contract for Paving at Senior Nutrition Center.  Council Member Gretchen McNealy seconded the motion.  All voted in favor.
J. Consider & Accept Application for Petition of Annexation – JB Raymond.  Item was tabled.
Item V.  Items of Interest from Council, City Manager and Citizens – No Action Items.
A. Center Volunteer Fire Chief Michael Lee Wishes to Address the Council.  Volunteer Fire Chief, Michael Lee addressed the Council regarding the number of volunteer firemen.  Mr. Lee stated the volunteer fire department would like to increase their number from 25 volunteers to 30 volunteers.  Mr. Lee stated they have a grant for four bunker outfits, so they would be covered.  Council agreed to have staff draw up a contract for consideration with the Volunteer Fire Department.

A. Land Acquisition.  Council Member Chuck Lunsford made a motion to grant authorization to purchase .29 acres on Loop 500.  Council Member Jim Forbes seconded the motion.  All voted in favor.
