Item I.     Mayor Pro Tem, David Chadwick opened the meeting and welcomed the visitors and media.  
Item II.    Approval of Minutes of the Regular Meeting on February 28, 2011.  Council Member Charles Rushing made a motion to approve the minutes of the Regular Meeting on February 28, 2011.  Council Member Charlie Byndom seconded the motion.  All voted in favor.

Item III.    Hearing of Petition and Arguments for and Against Annexation of Property on Loop 500 & FM 2788 and Classification of Area of Zoning as M-l.  There were no comments for or against the petitioned annexation.
Item IV.  Consider Discussion and Possible Action on the following:
A. Approve Ordinance 2011-4 – Annexation of Property into the City of Center as Petitioned.  City Manager, Chad Nehring stated this ordinance formally completes the annexation of the attached property on Loop 500 and FM 2788, including the development of the Tenasca office and Bell Supply location.  Mr. Nehring stated the ordinance also establishes the zoning for this entire area as Industrial (M-1) which is conducive to the long-term development plan of the city as approved in 2005.  Council Member Chuck Lunsford made a motion to approve Ordinance 2011-4 – Annexation of Property into the City of Center as Petitioned.  Council Member Jim Forbes seconded the motion.  All voted in favor.
B. Consider and Approve Proposed Improvements for Mull Cemetery.  City Manager, Chad Nehring stated several months ago, the City sold part of the property adjoining the Mull Cemetery and designated a portion of those sale proceeds toward improving the actual gravesites and cemetery property.  Mr. Teddy Hopkins addressed the council and presented conceptual plans for improvements.  He has received several estimates regarding the proposed fencing and that he would be donating the Mull Cemetery entrance sign.  After much discussion, Council Member Charles Rushing made a motion to contract with the Shelby County Historical Commission to oversee the improvements as proposed at Mull Cemetery, not to exceed $13,200, and the City to pay 75% of the cost. Council Member Jim Forbes seconded the motion.  All voted in favor.
C. Approve Submittal of Texas Water Development Board Application.  City Manager, Chad Nehring stated while the City has recently submitted applications for the 2012 cycle of TWDB grant/loan program, this item is actually with regards to the 2011 application.  Mr. Nehring stated staff received notice that our 2011 project was eligible for reconsideration.  Mr. Nehring stated the best we can determine is this may be the result of the work, lobbying and assistance in addressing some of the wastewater issues related to mercury and zinc that we have been detailing for the last year.  Mr. Nehring stated this action is to approve the continued interest in submitting the $2,070,000 Southside lift station and sewer main replacements project and if funded, it would likely be in the form of a low interest, 30 year loan that is currently estimated at 1.3% below prime.  Council Member Chuck Lunsford made a motion to approve Submittal of Texas Water Development Board Application.  Council Member Jim Forbes seconded the motion.  All voted in favor.
D. Consider and Discuss Lakes Area Art League Roof Repairs.  City Manager, Chad Nehring stated the house formerly used as the Judge’s office and most recently rented to the Lakes Area Art League has been noted to have some significant problems with the roof.  Mr. Nehring stated the estimate of the LAAL was for a metal roof at $6,500 and the least costly compared to roughly $15,000 for shingle estimates.  Mr. Nehring stated the LAAL is requesting Council to consider assisting in this project.  Council Member Jim Forbes made a motion to approve the metal roof estimate and pay up to 75% of cost.  Council Member Charles Rushing seconded the motion.  All voted in favor.
