Item I.     Mayor Pro Tem, David Chadwick opened the meeting and welcomed the visitors and media.  
Item II.    Approval of Minutes of the Regular Meeting on March 14, 2011.  Council Member Charles Rushing made a motion to approve the minutes of the Regular Meeting on March 14, 2011, with the insertion of the price of $6,500 for the metal roof at the Lakes Area Arts League building in Item D.  Council Member Gretchen McNealy seconded the motion.  All voted in favor.

Item III.    Consider Discussion and Possible Action on the following:
A. Approve Resolution 2011-6 Designating Chief Executive Officer for Home Buyers Assistance Program.  City Manager, Chad Nehring stated the Home Buyer Assistance grant program the City is currently qualified to allow local home buyers to apply for requires designation of a signature authority for application.  Mr. Nehring stated this resolution will establish that administrative requirement. Council Member Chuck Lunsford made a motion to approve Resolution 2011-6 Designating City Manager, Chad Nehring as Chief Executive Officer for Home Buyers Assistance Program.  Council Member Jim Forbes seconded the motion.  All voted in favor. 
B. Approve Contract with Gary R. Traylor & Associates for 2010 TCDP Home Grant.  City Manager, Chad Nehring stated this action approves Gary Traylor as the City’s grant administrator for the upcoming HOME grant program under both the reservation system and the regular application program.  Mr. Nehring stated Gary Traylor was the only firm submitting a response to the request for professional services.  Council Member Gretchen McNealy made a motion to approve contract with Gary R. Traylor & Associates for 2010 TCDP Home Grant.  Council Member Charlie Byndom seconded the motion.  All voted in favor.
C. Approve Award of Sale – Tax Delinquent Property – Austin St..  City Manager, Chad Nehring stated this is the second time that someone has submitted an offer on a property previously seized by the county for delinquent taxes.  Mr. Nehring stated the first time last year was by an actual auction, this time it appears to be just a submitted offer and no documentation for soliciting bids has been presented.  Mr. Nehring stated this property has a taxable value of $24,900 according to the County office.  Mr. Nehring stated last July, the City rejected an offer of $1,500 for this tract made at auction and the current offer of $2,000 was submitted to the County by Spence Dance.  Council Member Charlie Byndom made a motion to reject the Award of Sale – Tax Delinquent Property – Austin Street.  Council Member Chuck Lunsford seconded the motion.  All voted in favor.
D. Appoint Elected Official to the DETCOG Board of Directors.  City Manager, Chad Nehring stated this is the annual appointment of a Board member to represent the City on the DETCOG Board of Directors.  Mr. Nehring stated Mr. Lunsford has served this capacity for the last year.  Council Member Charles Rushing made a motion to appoint Chuck Lunsford to the DETCOG Board of Directors.  Council Member Jim Forbes seconded the motion.  All voted in favor.
