Guests signed the register.  

Item I.      Mayor Pro Tem, David Chadwick opened the meeting and welcomed the visitors and media.  
Item II.     Administer Oaths and Issuance of Election Certificates for Newly Elected Officials.  City Secretary, Barbara Boyd administered the oaths to Mayor David Chadwick and District 1 Council Member Joyce Johnson.  Mayor Chadwick commented on the 25 years that Gretchen McNealy has served on the Center City Council.
Item III.    Approval of Minutes of the Regular Meeting on May 9, 2011.  Council Member Charlie Byndom made a motion to approve the Minutes of the Regular Meeting on May 9, 2011.  Council Member Charles Rushing seconded the motion.  All voted in favor.
Item IV.    Public Hearing Possible Reinvestment Zone 12.  Mayor Chadwick opened the public hearing for Reinvestment Zone #12.  City Manager, Chad Nehring stated the property is a 3 acre tract at the intersection of CATCO Drive and Hwy 7 East.  There were no comments at the hearing.  Mayor Chadwick closed the hearing.
Item V.      Consider Discussion and Possible Action on the following:
A. Election of Mayor Pro Tem.  Mayor David Chadwick stated this is the annual selection from the Council of the Mayor Pro Tem who presides over meetings in the absence of the Mayor.  Council Member Charles Rushing made a motion to elect Jim Forbes as Mayor Pro Tem.  Council member Charlie Byndom seconded the motion.  All voted in favor.
B. Approve Ordinance 2011-9 – Establishing Reinvestment Zone #12. City Manager, Chad Nehring stated this is the official action of the City to create the geographic boundaries of a reinvestment zone.  Mr. Nehring stated once created, the City and other taxing entities have the capability of entering development agreements to provide incentives for the creation of jobs and development or expansion of business operations within that zone.  Council Member Jim Forbes made a motion to approve Ordinance 2011-9 – Establishing Reinvestment Zone #12.  Council Member Charles Rushing seconded the motion.  All voted in favor.
C. Approve Ordinance 2011-10 – Amendment to Annexation Ordinance 2011-4 – Loop 500 & FM 2788.  City Manager, Chad Nehring stated this ordinance amends only the exhibit to the annexation ordinance adopted earlier this year by the Council.  Mr. Nehring stated the original exhibit did not include the legal description for Loop 500 and Sardis Road and only stated the private properties that were petitioned for annexation and this change simply clarifies the prior intent of the Council to annex the necessary highway/road adjacent to and even dividing those properties that were annexed.  Council Member Charles Rushing made a motion to approve Ordinance 2011-10 – Amendment to Annexation Ordinance 2011-4 – Loop 500 & FM 2788.  Council Member Charlie Byndom seconded the motion.  All voted in favor.
D. Approve Resolution 2011-10 – Tax Abatement Twelve.  After some discussion, Council Member Jim Forbes made a motion to table the item to a later date.  Council Member Charles Rushing seconded the motion.  All voted in favor.
E. Items Related to Possible Debt Issuance for Sewer System Improvements.  
1.  Approve Resolution 2011-11 TWDB.   City Manager, Chad Nehring stated this resolution officially requests loan assistance from the TWDB for $6,500,000 and of that total projected amount, $2,070,000 of debt is all that will be issued at this time to fund phase I of the sewer collection system improvement project.  Mr. Nehring stated Phase I includes the elimination of six lift stations and replacement with one unit reducing operational and maintenance costs and upgrading a significant amount of 30+ year old sewer mains which service over 80% of the City’s sewer system.  Council Member Jim Forbes made a motion to approve Resolution 2011-11 TWDB.  Council Member Joyce Johnson seconded the motion.  All voted in favor.

2.  Approve Resolution 2011-12 TWDB.  City Manager, Chad Nehring stated this resolution states and begins the calendar for planning and design costs on the sewer system upgrade project.  Mr. Nehring stated the Council has previously authorized expenditures for this project on an annual budgetary basis and this item will establish today as the date for most expenditures toward this project to be accumulated and funded through the debt proceeds, if the debt is approved and issued, thus allowing for the reimbursement of operational accounts.  Council Member Charles Rushing made a motion to approve Resolution 2011-12 TWDB.  Council member Charlie Byndom seconded the motion.  All voted in favor.

F. Authorize Capital Purchase of Police Vehicle.  City Manager, Chad Nehring stated this expenditure is authorized within the budget and the purchase does not require Council approval, but staff typically brings the method of purchase of items over $25,000 to the Council.  Mr. Nehring stated upon soliciting price quotes and comparing to state contract pricing, staff has determined that state contract purchasing is the most economical option for this approved purchase.  Council Member Jim Forbes made a motion to authorize Capital Purchase of Police Vehicle.  Council Member Joyce Johnson seconded the motion.  All voted in favor.
G. Planning & Zoning Board Appointments.  City Manager, Chad Nehring stated June 1 is the start of terms for P&Z Commissioners.  City Secretary, Barbara Boyd stated Larry Ballard, John Howard and Rachel Campbell have all agreed to continue to serve. Council Member Charlie Byndom made a motion to approve Larry Ballard, John Howard and Rachel Campbell to the Planning & Zoning Board Appointments.  Council Member Charlie Rushing seconded the motion.  All voted in favor.
H. Vacancy of At Large Council Position.  City Attorney, Grover Russell addressed the Council regarding the laws of a vacancy.
Item VI.  Items of Interest from Council, City Manager and Citizens – No Action Items.
A.  James Street Quit Claim Deed.   City Manager, Chad Nehring stated the City had a request to consider release of any claim against a platted street north of the new Best Western and intersecting Hurst Street and that staff has responded that all impacted property owners need to be in agreement to this request.
Item VII.   Executive Session.  
Consider entering executive session for legal consultation with the City Attorney and discussion of pending litigation, personnel matters and land acquisition with possible action related thereto upon reconvening in open session in accordance with Local Government Code Section 551.071, 551.072 and 551.074 
Item VIII.  Adjournment
